Dear Sir, dear Madam !

Since 11th July 2013 Germany became full member of the UNESCO „Convention of safeguarding of  intangible cultural heritage of humanity“  (ICH). Only national representatives  of UNESCO  will be permitted to file an application towards the recognition of 'Morsecode Telegraphy' as an entry to the list of representative „Cultural  Heritage of Humanity“. International cooperation is necessary and would be of a great fortune if many more efforts were taken to promote this project. Necessary is an application and  contact to your  national UNESCO bureau.

In July 2013 there are confirmed activities toward their national UNESCO representatives from Belgium, Germany and Italy only. Unconfirmed contacts are reported from Poland, correspondance and contact with Portugal and Turkey commenced. 

The procedures towards recognition of cultural heritage mainly follow a more step method. First of all an heritage must be recognized as an national cultural heritage by your national represantative. Out of this national list only 2 items per year will be reported to annual UNESCO assemblies  for recognition.
